5. Los Angeles Night: A night of music and honors performed by top international musicians who will pay a tribute to the past 20 years of NATWA leadership and 100 years of Taiwan history (in both English and Holo Taiwanese on Saturday, April 19, 7:30-9:30pm). 

6. NATWA II Main Panel: “Taiwanese American Women: Our Voices for Human Rights” (in English on Sunday, April 20, 9:00am-11:30am).  Women leaders working for non-profits across the U. S. will share their journeys on advocating for human rights in the fields of employment, youth and education, immigration, women and family, and gays, lesbians, bisexuals, and transgendered people.***
