d) geographic diversity (to encourage and support the attendance of women from Canada, New England, East Coast, South, Midwest, So Cal, No Cal, and Pacific Northwest)

e) those who have not received scholarships or any stipends from NATWA or NATWA II in the past will receive higher priority for consideration.
Applications are due by March 5, 2009, to natwa2admin@natwa.com.  The NATWA II committee will make this decision by March 10 in order to provide sufficient time for scholarship recipients to make travel plans and other necessary arrangements to attend the convention as well as to register by March 15 so that you can receive the early bird discount on the registration fee.  If offered a scholarship, you will need to inform us if you accept it by March 15.
