We were founded in 1920 in California and quickly organized clubs here and in Europe. We are a
volunteer service organization for women in business, management and the professions. We have almost
100,000 Soroptimists in 119 countries and territories and contribute time and financial support to community
based projects benefiting women.

We are organized into four Federations — SIA, SI/E, SI/GB&I and SI/SWP and cover a good part of the
world, including many clubs in Africa and Asia = Thailand, Korea, Japan, and Taiwan where we have now 21
clubs. I have a list of the places where they are in Taiwan, in case any associated clubs there may wish to
contact our clubs to see if we could have any mutual community projects.

I also have a copy of an article that appeared recently in our SI of the America’s (SIA) Magazine
regarding a delegation of Japanese Soroptimists who visited in Taiwan and contributed a donation to the Puli
Christian Hospital in Nantou Province whose interior was destroyed by the earthquake last year. I understand
that this provides essential services to the residents of the province, which suffered the greatest damage from
the earthquake. The members of the delegation were very honored to have a special meeting with President Lee
Teng-Hui. [ have copies if anyone wishes to have one.

Soroptimists accomplish their goals through six program of service areas - economic and social
development, education, the environment, health, human right / status of women and international goodwill and
understanding (which we are both demonstrating today with our two organizations coming together) — as they
pertain to and affect women all over the world.

We have a Youth Citizenship Awards (YCA) program, Disaster Relief Fund, which provides financial
assistance to regions and areas within individual federations affected by natural disasters.

On the international level, Soroptimist International has several projects — one called Limbs For Life
which is a quadrennial project and we have partnered with the International Committee of the Red Cross to
provide assistance to the victims of anti-personnel landmines, who are largely women and children. The
project will supply artificial limbs to landmine victims in the country of Georgia, Angola and Afghanistan, as
well as promote the victims’ psychological and physical recovery. Through this support, Soroptimist
International seeks to help these people regain dignity and mobility so that they may reintegrate themselves into
their communities.

We also are involved in projects with a group of other women’s organizations, called Project Five-O. This
project adopted by the Soroptimist International Board in 1980 focuses on providing vocational training and
employment for women in developing countries. We are one of five project partners, which include the
International Federation of University Women, the International Council of Women, the International
Federation of Business and Professional Women and Zonta International and the International Federation of
University Women. Projects have included mushroom farming in Thailand, food preservation in the
Philippines and nursing education in Mexico.

In 1994 Soroptimists adopted “Making a Difference for Women™ as its identifying focus and women all
over the world do their best to truly make a difference to all those who need their help.

Dear NAT WA Members, June 21, 2000

I would like to extend my sincere thanks to all of the members who welcomed my family at the
NATWA conference in April. It was quite a surprise to find out that my daughter Brianna was to be
the recipient of the “Ahng-Bao”. The generosity of the members of your organization was
unbelievable. The many, many heartfelt stories that were told to me that night will be remembered
forever. The money collected will go into a fund to help with the expenses related to her wheelchair
and the remaining dollars will be saved for her college education. Presently, Brianna has been given a
used wheelchair that needs some adaptation since it was previously owned by a teenager. After she
learns to navigate better, she will be getting a wheelchair that will actually lower her to the ground so
she can be completely independent.

For those of you who were not at the gathering, Brianna is a three-year old child that we are in the
process of adopting. She was born in Taiwan, and lived her young life in the wonderful nursery run
by Christian Salvation Services, in Taipei. The love and attention they bestowed on Brianna helped
her to bond so wonderfully to our family. Brianna was relinquished to the orphanage from birth, and
joined our family in September 1999, at two and half years old. She was born missing her right arm
and leg completely, and her left leg has no thigh or knee. What Brianna is missing, is far outweighed
by what she was given. Brianna is a bright, determined little girl, who lets nothing stop her. She has
a great sense of humor, likes to sing, play with her dolls, and she likes all of the things any other
toddler likes to do. Although she cannot walk, she scoots all over using her left arm to pull herself
about. The little toes on her left leg act almost as another hand, and they assist Brianna in many tasks
such as opening containers and stringing beads. We visit the offices of many specialists who monitor
her heart, kidneys, spine and digestive system, but even there Brianna is a favorite who wins the heart
of most people she meets.

Since adding Brianna to our family, we have been following the political situation in Taiwan more
closely. Brianna, like the people of Taiwan, battles tremendously to be independent. She has the
determination of her ancestry, and with that determination she will succeed.

Some people feel that we are a special family for taking a child like Brianna into our lives, but [
would like you all to know that what we have received from Brianna, far outweighs what we could
ever give back to her. Her differences are so minor when you weigh the talents and love she has to
share with us and the world. With the support from people like yourselves, she will always feel
accepted into society.

I would also like to thank Alice Chen for her many efforts in starting this fund for Brianna. Sheis a
wonderful person and teacher, and I hope that you all get the opportunity to get to know her if you
don't already.

I hope that adopting a Taiwanese child makes me an "almost" NAT WA member, since someday I see
Brianna running for president, and since it can't be for the United States of America, it might just be
president of NATWA! President Brianna Ching McGovern... you just never know!
